Rules/Procedures Relating to Applications for Membership:
New members may be proposed by a regular or adult family member in good standing, the Club Manager or the Director of Tennis.

Applicant and proposer must complete the application form which can be obtained from the Club Manager or online at www.cincinnatitennisclub.com.

The applicant should list names of regular club members with whom they are acquainted. There is no requirement for a specific number.

The proposer obtains two letters (one from the proposer and one from the seconder) in support of the applicant. The completed application form and letters are submitted to the Board Secretary or Club Manager.

The application, once completed, will be posted for 30 days, then considered by the admissions committee and acted upon by the Board of Trustees. If the application is received between October 15 and April 15 it will be acted upon prior to the April meeting of the Board of Trustees. It will then be approved by the Board at that meeting if the members have received 30 days notice of the application, and if no substantial objections were received prior to the expiration of that period.

There is no requirement for the proposer to introduce the applicant to the members of the Board of Trustees.

During the 30 day posting the applicant may have playing privileges at the club.

Members of the Board of Trustees may propose and second an applicant.

Applicants who are proposed by the Club Manager or Director of Tennis must be seconded by a regular or adult family member of the club.

Conversion from a non-resident status, social/porch membership or single membership to family or husband/wife membership requires a request in writing for consideration by the admissions committee and approved by the Board of Trustees. A new application form is not required.
